3.  RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY:


This Annual Plan Item was created to coordinate with NERC the development, modification, or deletion of NAESB Business Practice Standards to support NERC activities related to NERC Inadvertent Interchange Standard BAL-006 under Project 2010-14.2.1 Phase 2.1 of Balancing Authority Reliability-based Controls: BAL-005, BAL-006, FAC-001.  NERC Standard BAL-006 defined a process for monitoring Balancing Authorities to ensure that, over the long term, Balancing Authority Areas do not excessively depend on other Balancing Authority Areas in the Interconnection for meeting their demand of Interchange obligations.  NERC has completed this project and decided to retire BAL-006.  
NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards 007 address Inadvertent Interchange payback and these standards are not impacted by retirement or NERC Standard BAL 006-2.  No other NAESB Business Practice standards address Inadvertent Interchange.   Therefore, no development, modification, or deletion of NAESB Business Practice Standards are needed.
Recommended Standards:

No new developments of standards or changes to existing standards are proposed.
4.  SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION
a.  Description of Request:

The WEQ 2016 Annual Plan Item 1f - Develop, modify or delete business practice standards to support NERC activities related to NERC Inadvertent Interchange BAL-006.
b.  Description of Recommendation:

The WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee is recommending that no further action be taken on WEQ 2016 Annual Plan Item 1f.
c.  Business Purpose:

NERC Project 2010-14.2.1 addresses directives from FERC Order No. 693 and FERC Order No. 810, provides additional clarity to many requirements, and retires requirements that meet the criteria developed in the Paragraph 81 project.  NERC has decided to retire BAL 006-2
NAESB Business Practice Standards WEQ-007 are for Inadvertent Interchange Payback which may have been impacted by any new standards, or modification of NERC standards.  Therefore, close coordination is needed between NAESB and NERC for these standards.

d.  Commentary/Rationale of Subcommittee(s)/Task Force(s):
Review of the activities and finalized standards developed by NERC under Project  2010-14.2.1 Phase 2 of Balancing Authority Reliability-based Controls: BAL-005, BAL-006, FAC-001, indicates that there is no impact on the NAESB Business Practices Standards.  Therefore, no changes to the NAESB Business Practice Standards are needed.
