DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Buus welcomed the participants to the meeting, and the participants introduced themselves.  Ms. Trum delivered the NAESB Antitrust and Meeting Policies reminder.  Mr. Buus reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Ashbaker moved, seconded by Mr. Vaa, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the February 26, 2026 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Ms. Wollan moved, seconded by Mr. Browning to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  The final minutes from the meeting are available through the following hyperlink: https://naesb.org/pdf4/weq_ciss022626fm.doc. 
2. Continue to Discuss Potential Modifications to WEQ-004 and/or the NAESB Electronic Tagging Functional Specification Needed to Address 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a – Develop and/or modify the WEQ Business Practice Standards, including WEQ-001, WEQ-004, WEQ-008, and WEQ-023, and the NAESB Electronic Tagging Functional Specification, as needed, to support greater consistency in rounding methodologies for integrated hourly value calculations
Mr. Buus stated that the following the last WEQ CISS meeting, the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) and WEQ OASIS Subcommittee held meetings to discuss the annual plan item and review the draft modifications to WEQ-004.  He stated that based on the discussions, there seemed to be consensus among the participants that modifications are not needed to other WEQ Business Practice Standards at this time.  He explained that some participants noted that while there are variances in how integrated values are calculated in other applications, discrepancies between entities in the calculated value do not have the same potential substantive impact as with interchange scheduling.  
Mr. Buus reviewed the WEQ CISS Chair Integrated Hourly Value Work Paper.  He explained that the document includes the WEQ-004 revisions discussed by the subcommittee during its February 26, 2026 meeting, applied to the current version of the standards.  He noted that the work paper was used to review the proposed revisions with the WEQ BPS and WEQ OASIS Subcommittee and contains discussion questions as well as an example of a more generalized defined term.

Mr. Buus stated that the WEQ CISS had discussed developing a new defined term to include in WEQ-000 but had not made a determination.  Ms. Wollan suggested that a defined term may not be needed, noting that the revisions to WEQ-004 are specific to calculating integrated values for interchange schedule applications.  She explained that “integrated value” is a broadly used by industry and defining the term could unintentionally limit its use.  There was general agreement not to create a new defined term and limit modifications to WEQ-004.
Mr. Buus noted that during a previous meeting, there had been a suggestion that the subcommittee consider if specifying the number of decimal points used to calculate integrated values would improve consistency.  Mr. Browning stated that further modifications are likely not needed, explaining that WEQ-004-19.4x identifies how decimals are to be rounded.  Mr. Pacella agreed.  

Ms. Wollan offered a modification to correct a typographical error in WEQ-004-19.4x.  Mr. Buus asked if participants had other revisions.  Mr. Pacella noted that the language in the WEQ CISS Chair Integrated Hourly Value Work Paper appears to inadvertently exclude some of the language discussed for WEQ-004-19.4x.  The participants agreed to make changes to the language to correct these errors.

Mr. Buus stated asked if participants had any other changes or issues that should be discussed by the subcommittee before considering a recommendation.  None were offered.  Mr. Buus asked that participants review the proposed revisions and come prepared to the next meeting to vote on a recommendation.

3. Discuss Next Steps and Future Meetings
Mr. Buus stated that the subcommittee chairs would work with the NAESB office to schedule the next meeting.  He stated that the agenda will include a vote on the proposed WEQ-004 modifications and discussion on 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a – Review annually, at a minimum, the current version of the NAESB Electronic Tagging Functional Specification and make revisions as necessary to ensure the specification continues to be supportive of applicable NERC Reliability Standards and NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards and is reflective of current cybersecurity best practices
4. Other Business

There was no other business offered by participants.
