DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Buus welcomed the participants to the meeting, and the participants introduced themselves.  Ms. Trum delivered the NAESB Antitrust and Meeting Policies reminder.  Mr. Buus reviewed the agenda.  Ms. Wollan moved, seconded by Ms. Pietrucci, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the May 18, 2026 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Beck moved, seconded by Ms. Waldrip, to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  The final minutes from the meeting are available through the following hyperlink: https://naesb.org/pdf4/weq_ciss051826fm.doc. 
2. Review and Potentially Consider for Vote a No Action Recommendation to Address 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a – Review annually, at a minimum, the current version of the NAESB Electronic Tagging Functional Specification and make revisions as necessary to ensure the specification continues to be supportive of applicable NERC Reliability Standards and NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards and is reflective of current cybersecurity best practices
Mr. Buus stated that during the previous meeting, the participants started the annual review of the e-Tag Functional Specification.  He explained that the participants did not identify any necessary modifications related to cybersecurity protections or to ensure consistency with the applicable WEQ Business Practice Standards or NERC Reliability Standards and had discussed considering a no action recommendation for the annual plan item.
Mr. Buus reviewed the draft no action recommendation.  He asked if participants had any comments or issues that should be considered by the subcommittee.  None were offered.  Mr. Browning moved, seconded by Mr. Sloan, to adopt the no action recommendation.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.
Mr. Buus noted that as part of discussions during the previous meeting, participants identified two sections of the e-Tag Functional Specification where consistency changes would be beneficial for cohesion between the various sections.  He stated that the subcommittee chairs would work with the NAESB office to submit a request for minor correction and asked if there were any other non-substantive modifications participants would like to offer for discussion.
Ms. Wollan stated that the e-Tag Functional Specification requires the same transmission service provider be identified for transmission allocations associated with a single transmission segment on the physical path but permits different purchase selling entities.  She asked if this is intentional or if greater specificity is needed.  Mr. Sloan stated that there are situations where differing purchase selling entities may need to be listed on an e-Tag.  Mr. Kluza agreed, explaining that this could include scenarios where an entity has contracted a third party to act on its behalf.  Mr. Browning noted that the flexibility provided by the existing language should not create any gaps that could cause reliability issues and is aligned with the applicable standards language.
There were no other potential modifications offered for discussion by participants. 
3. Discuss Next Steps and Future Meetings
Mr. Buus stated that the WEQ CISS has completed all its current standard development assignments and that the chairs will work with the NAESB office to schedule additional meetings of the subcommittee, as necessary.
4. Other Business

Mr. Buus stated that the WEQ BPS and WEQ OASIS Subcommittees reviewed the recommendation with the finalized WEQ-004 modifications developed by the WEQ CISS for 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a – Develop and/or modify the WEQ Business Practice Standards, including WEQ-001, WEQ-004, WEQ-008, and WEQ-023, and the NAESB Electronic Tagging Functional Specification, as needed, to support greater consistency in rounding methodologies for integrated hourly value calculation.  He explained that both subcommittees voted that modifications to additional standards were not necessary and to approve the recommendation.  He noted that the formal comment period ends on July 8, 2026.
