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Following is a draft of the four instances where the e-Tag specification is mentioned.  The WEQ-001 item needs discussion.

WEQ 001-10.8: 

TPs shall have the right, but are in no means obligated, to accept requests for Redirect on a Non-Firm basis based on the submission of an Electronic Tag (e-Tag) using protocols compliant with Version 1.8 Electronic Tagging Functional Specification.

WEQ 004-2: 

Until other means are adopted by NAESB, the primary method of submitting the Request For Interchange (RFI) to the Interchange Authority shall be an e-Tag using protocols compliant with the Electronic Tagging Functional Specification, Version 1.8.

WEQ 004-A Appendix A – Electronic Tagging Service Performance Requirements and Failure Procedures, B. Failure Procedures:

Interchange Authority Service Entity – The entity that provides the Interchange Authority service for an e-Tag. The Interchange Authority service itself is typically a computer system that maintains the master database for the tag and communicates status with other computer systems. The Interchange Authority Service Entity is the utility industry entity that is responsible for providing the service. In the Electric Industry Registry, this entity’s URL is specified by the Sink Balancing Authority.

WEQ 008-0.20: 

Interchange Transaction Tag (Tag) – An Interchange Transaction being submitted for implementation according to the Electronic Tagging Functional Specification, Version 1.8.
