DRAFT MINUTES

1. Welcome
Mr. Quimby opened the meeting and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Mallett reviewed the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  Mr. Quimby reviewed the agenda with the participants.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
The participants reviewed the January 17, 2023 draft meeting minutes.  No edits were made.  Mr. Wood moved to adopt the draft minutes as final.  Mr. Steigerwald seconded the motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  The final minutes for the meeting are available through the following hyperlink: https://www.naesb.org/pdf4/weq_oasis011723fm.doc. 
2. Discussion on 2023 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.a.ii/Standards Request R22002 – Develop and/or modify as needed WEQ OASIS related business practice standards to support FERC Order No. 881
Mr. Quimby stated that the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee previously met to discuss 2023 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.a.ii and Standards Request R22002 on September 28, 2022 and October 19, 2022, November 15, 2023, and January 17, 2023.  He stated that the subcommittee reviewed the work paper Order No. 881 Standards Work Paper redline and, over the last few meetings, determined that most of the items fall within the purview of the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (WEQ BPS).  Mr. Wood reviewed the no action recommendation in response to 2023 Standards Request R22002.  The recommendation states that the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee reviewed the 2023 Annual Plan Item 6.a.ii/R22002 and determined that, at this time, no action needs to be taken.

Mr. Wood noted that the WEQ BPS will undertake a similar review of the standards in response to 2023 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.a.i and, if any revisions are needed for the OASIS Business Practice Standards as a result of the WEQ BPS work, then a joint meeting could be announced to complete the work at that time.  Mr. Quimby stated that he provided an update on the review and the potential for the no action recommendation from OASIS to the chairs of the WEQ BPS.
Mr. Steigerwald moved to adopt the no action recommendation.  Ms. Johnson seconded the motion which unanimously passed without opposition. 

3. Discussion on Minor Correction MC23002

Mr. Wood stated that MC23002 was submitted by Southern Company and contains corrections to NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards, Version 003.4: WEQ-000 Abbreviations, Acronyms, and Definition of Terms, WEQ-001 Open Access Same-Time Information Systems (OASIS), WEQ-013 Open Access Same-Time Information Systems (OASIS) Implementation Guide, and WEQ-024 Cybersecurity to correct some minor inconsistencies.  The minor correction will be discussed at the next Executive Committee meeting in March and will subsequently be posted for comments. 
Mr. Wood explained that the revisions mainly clean up the WEQ-024 Cybersecurity book, and revise WEQ-001 to include the references within WEQ-024.  He stated that during the cybersecurity review there was some confusion surrounding the term “Denial of Service (DoS)” in WEQ-001-8.1. Mr. Wood stated that DoS refers to a denial of transmission service, rather than disrupting services of a host connected to a network.  He stated that the minor correction proposes changing the title of WEQ-001-8.1 “DENIAL OF SERVICE (DoS)” to “DENIAL OF TRANSMISSION SERVICE (DoS).”  Mr. Quimby opened the floor for comments.
Mr. Williams stated that the confusing language within the standard is the “DoS” which is a term of art in the world of cybersecurity.  He noted that adding the reference to transmission does not address the need to distinguish the two meanings. Mr. Williams stated that the standard indicates actions such as queue flooding and queue hoarding and suggested that it may not be useful to keep the words “denial of service.”  Mr. Steigerwald stated that if “Transmission” is kept in the title then, then the acronym would no longer be “DoS.”  Mr. Wood modified the minor correction to replace “DoS” with “denial of transmission service” in the text of WEQ-001-8.1.  He explained that the change would need to be made during the WEQ Executive Committee meeting.  Mr. Quimby asked for any further comments.  None were offered.  Mr. Wood stated that the minor correction also revises WEQ-013-7 to correct a typo.  Additionally, in the WEQ-024 Cybersecurity, a reference to “PKI” was included in the Introduction section.
4. Discussion on 2023 WEQ OASIS Calendar and 2023 WEQ Annual Plan
The participants reviewed the 2023 WEQ OASIS Calendar and cancelled the March meeting.  The next annual plan item that the subcommittee will address is 2023 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a.  Mr. Wood stated that the annual plan item, is similar to the NITS annual plan item where a review of the standards after implementation took place to make any needed changes for the industry. Mr. Stander stated that there has not been much time since the implementation and more time may be needed to identify potential changes.  Mr. Williams agreed and stated that he is still working through the implementation, so there may not be a substantial amount of information to share at this time. Mr. Steigerwald volunteered to put together a primer of the standards that were most recently implemented in order to begin the discussion.  The next WEQ OASIS meeting will take place on April 18, 2023.
5. Other Business
There was no other business discussed.
6. Adjourn

The meeting adjourned at 10:10 AM Central on motion by Mr. Stander.  The motion passed without opposition.
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
