DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Robinson opened the conference call and welcomed the participants. Ms. Mallett provided the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves over the phone and reviewed the meeting agenda.  The review of standards requests and minor corrections were removed from the agenda.  Mr. Foley moved to adopt the revised agenda as final.  The motion passed without opposition.

The participants reviewed the October 10, 2019 WEQ SRS draft meeting minutes.  Ms. Mallett provided several edits.  Mr. Robinson moved adopt the revised draft meeting minutes as final.

2. Review of Standards Requests
Mr. Robinson reviewed Standards Request R19013 with the participants.  Submitted by Adapt2Solutions, R19013 requests modifications to the eTag standard to include the ability to share or preview partially or fully completed eTags prior to submittal.  The WEQ Coordinate Interchange Scheduling Subcommittee (WEQ CISS) continues to meet to develop the recommendation for the request.
3. Review of Recommendations
Mr. Robinson proposed that the WEQ SRS submit a late comment on the recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.a, 6.b.ii, and 6.cii, as well as a late comment for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a and 1.b/R11020.  Additionally, Mr. Robinson proposed that the WEQ SRS submit a comment on 2020 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a.  There was no opposition to the proposal to submit the comments.
Mr. Robinson reviewed Standards Request R19007 with the participants.  Submitted by NERC, R19007 asks NAESB to review the WEQ standards following the retirements affecting the MOD family of reliability standards as part of the NERC Standards Efficiency Review.  The recommendation adds seven new terms to WEQ-000, modifies one standard in WEQ-001, and modifies and adds numerous standards to WEQ-023.  Mr. Robinson noted that the recommendation was approved by the WEQ Executive Committee on October 15, 2019 and ratified by the NAESB membership on November 15, 2019.
Standards Request R19015 was submitted by Southwest Power Pool and proposes modifications to the e-Tag specification in support of the Sandia National Laboratories surety assessment.  During its January 8, 2020 conference call, the WEQ CISS voted out a recommendation and a formal industry comment period for the recommendation will conclude on February 7, 2020.
The Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, & Interpretations Matrix was modified during the meeting to reflect the discussion.  The revised Matrix can be accessed at the following link: Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, & Interpretations January 2020 (Revised).
4. NERC Activity Report
Mr. Robinson reviewed the NERC Activity Report with the participants.  He stated that the Draft 2020-2022 NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan had not yet been adopted by the NERC Board of Trustees.
Project 2016-02 Modifications to Critical Infrastructure Protection (CIP) Standards:  Mr. Robinson reviewed the ballot results for the Violation Risk Factors and Violation Severity Levels for CIP-002-6 – Cyber Security – Bulk Electric System (BES) Cyber System Categorization.  He noted that the NERC drafting team will review all responses received during the comment period and determine the next steps of the project.  This project is related to FERC Order No. 822 and FERC Order No. 791.
Project 2019-03 Cyber Security Supply Chain Risks:  Mr. Robison explained that the project has not yet been addressed by a NERC Standards Authorization Report (SAR) Team.  This project is related to FERC Order No. 850.
CIP Standards Efficiency Review:  Mr. Robinson stated that the project is currently in an industry nomination period dated August 16, 2019.  
5. New Business

The participants considered the 2020 WEQ Annual Plan while discussing the future meeting schedule.  The next WEQ SRS conference call will be announced by the NAESB office.
6. Adjourn

The meeting adjourned at 1:47 PM Central on a motion by Mr. Foley.  The motion passed without opposition.
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
