DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Robinson opened the conference call and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Trum delivered the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Robinson reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote.
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the November 29, 2022 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Johnson, moved to adopt the draft minutes as final. 2. Review any Standards Requests, Recommendations, or Minor Corrections

Mr. Robinson reviewed the Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections Matrix.  He stated that since the last subcommittee meeting, both the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee and the WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee voted out no action recommendations.
Mr. Robinson reviewed the no action recommendations developed by the WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee in response to 2023 WEQ Plan Items 3.a and 3.b and 2023 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.c.  There was general agreement that no further action was needed regarding the recommendation and to submit formal comments indicating as such.

Mr. Wood reviewed the no action recommendation developed by the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee in response to 2023 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.a.ii/R22002.  There was general agreement that no further action was needed regarding the recommendation and to submit formal comments indicating as such.

Mr. Robinson stated that the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) had voted out earlier in the day a recommendation proposing a new suite of WEQ Business Practice Standards as well as modifications to WEQ-000 in response to 2023 WEQ Annual Plan Item 5.d/R22001.  Ms. Trum indicated that the request for formal comment had been distributed by the NAESB office.  The participants reviewed the proposed new and modified standards.  There was general consensus that no further action would be needed for consistency and to submit formal comments indicating as such.

Mr. Robinson stated that one request for minor correction had been submitted for consideration y the WEQ Executive Committee at its upcoming meeting.  Mr. Wood reviewed MC23002 with the participants.

3. Review and Update NERC Activity Report

Mr. Robinson reviewed the NERC Activity Report.  Ms. Trum noted that the report had been updated to reflect recent progress in the NERC projects that the subcommittee is monitoring.  Mr. Robinson stated that as part of NERC Project 2022-01 Reporting ACE Definition and Associated Terms, NERC was circulating for initial comment revisions to the Reporting ACE Definition Master List.  The participants reviewed the proposed modifications.  Mr. Phillips noted that these changes may impact the WEQ-005 ACE Equation Special Cases.  Ms. Trum noted that this is an area of discussion between NERC and NAESB staff as part of coordination efforts.  The participants agreed to continue to monitor the NERC project.

Mr. Robinson stated that there was one new NERC effort for the subcommittee to review, NERC Project 2023-01 EOP-004 IBR Event Reporting.  The participants discussed the effort.  Mr. Phillips suggested that the subcommittee continue to monitor this project as the WEQ BPS has an annual plan item to develop standards addressing information and reporting requirements for distributed energy resources and batteries.

4. New Business

Ms. Trum stated that NAESB and NERC staffs are continuing to hold regular discussions regarding coordination.  She noted that NAESB staff has been in contact with NERC staff regarding the pending retirement of the NERC MOD A Reliability Standards and that FERC staff is aware as well.

The subcommittee adjourned at 3:18 PM Central on a motion by Mr. Wood.
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
