DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Robinson opened the conference call and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Trum delivered the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Robinson reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, to adopt the revised agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote.
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the April 21, 2022 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Phillips, seconded by Mr. Wood, moved to adopt the draft minutes as final. The participants reviewed the draft minutes for the July 27, 2022 meeting.  A modification was made to correct a typographical error.  The revised draft minutes were adopted on a motion by Mr. Phillips, seconded by Mr. Wood. The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the October 5, 2022 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Johnson, moved to adopt the draft minutes as final. 2. Review any Standards Requests, Recommendations, or Minor Corrections

Mr. Robinson reviewed the Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections Matrix.  He stated that since the last WEQ SRS meeting, no new items had been added but that the WEQ Executive Committee had approved all four minor corrections previously discussed by the subcommittee: MC22003, MC22004, MC22008, and MC22012.  Ms. Trum stated that the modifications proposed by the minor corrections are in the process of being incorporated into the WEQ Business Practice Standards.  Mr. Robinson asked Ms. Trum to move the minor corrections from the open to closed tab within the matrix.

3. Review and Update NERC Activity Report

Mr. Robinson reviewed the NERC Activity Report.  He stated that one new item had been added to the report for subcommittee discussion, NERC Project 2022-05 Modifications to CIP-008 Reporting Threshold.  There was general agreement among the participants to continue to monitor this effort as well as bring to the attention of the WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee.  Ms. Trum noted that the WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee has developed a work paper identifying NERC projects to monitor related to the CIP Reliability Standard and stated that she would work with the subcommittee chair to ensure this effort is marked for review.

4. New Business

Mr. Wood asked if there was any additional information regarding the status of the NERC MOD A Reliability Standards.  Ms. Trum stated that as mentioned, NAESB staff has been in communication with NERC staff regarding the pending retirement of these standards before the Commission and indicated that FERC staff is aware as well.

Ms. Trum noted that during the FERC Open Session on November 17, 2022, the Commission released a NOPR proposing the development of reliability standards by NERC to address inverter-based resources as well as an Order directing the registration of owners and operators of inverter-based resources with NERC.  She commented that NAESB and NERC staffs have been coordinating regarding activities related to distributed energy resources.

Mr. Robinson stated that he would work with Ms. Trum to schedule future meetings of the WEQ SRS.  Ms. Trum suggested that the subcommittee may want to consider meeting early next year, as the WEQ BPS is anticipating voting out a recommendation related to grid services in time for consideration by the WEQ Executive Committee during its March 2023 meeting.  She indicated that the WEQ BPS is holding an informal comment period on the draft standards that ends on November 30, 2022.
