Dear Members of the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ),

A conference call was held on October 6, 2022 at 10:00 AM Central to review the proposed 2023 WGQ Annual Plan and the comments submitted on the plan.  The following notes resulted from the meeting:
	Administration:
	· Ms. Hogge welcomed the participants, provided the Antitrust reminder, and reviewed the agenda.  The agenda was adopted on a motion by Ms. Crockett, seconded by Mr. Sappenfield.

	Review and Discussion of Proposed RMQ 2022 Annual Plan
	· An announcement of the WGQ Annual Plan Subcommittee conference call and a request for comments on the 2023 WGQ Annual Plan was distributed on September 13, 2022.  Comments were received from Mr. Sappenfield of Corpus Christi Liquefaction (1, 2) and Ms. Hogge of Eastern Gas Transmission and Storage.
· Ms. Hogge reviewed the Proposed 2023 WGQ Annual Plan with Combined Comments.
· Ms. Hogge stated that Proposed 2023 WGQ Annual Plan Items 1.a and 1.b, along with the other items on the plan, were revised to reflect a completion date of 2023.  She explained that item 2, addressing the WGQ Matrix, is a standing agenda item and the proposed deletion of the item was rejected.  Ms. Hogge noted that she updated the version numbers referenced in the title.  Mr. McCord suggested the correction of a typo in the title of item 2.
· Mr. Sappenfield stated that the Proposed 2023 Annual Plan Item 3 will update the standards based on the testing of the standards for the NAESB Base Contract for Sale and Purchase of Natural Gas (NAESB Base Contract).  Ms. Crockett stated that the TVA testing of the standards is still underway.
· Ms. Hogge stated that the item addressing the NAESB Renewable Natural Gas (RNG) Addendum to the NAESB Base Contract was proposed for deletion on the proposed plan.  Mr. Sappenfield stated that the WGQ Contracts Subcommittee anticipates voting out the NAESB RNG Addendum in the next few weeks.  He explained that the new Proposed 2023 Annual Plan Items 4 and 5 call for the development of technical implementation business practices to facilitate the use of the RNG and CG Addenda on electronic platforms, including blockchain technology.
· Mr. Sappenfield stated that the gas-electric coordination items in response to Standards Request R21006 were removed from the proposed annual plan because they are complete.  He added that the provisional item was revised to emphasize that the Board of Directors or a Standards Request should be the impetus to begin the potential work on hydrogen and/or carbon dioxide. Mr. Phillips stated that the Proposed 2023 WEQ Annual Plan has a similar provisional item.  The subcommittee agreed to reject the deletion of End Note 3.
· Ms. Van Pelt moved to adopt the Proposed 2023 WGQ Annual Plan as modified during the meeting.  Mr. McCord seconded the motion.  The motion unanimously passed a simple majority vote.

· Ms. Hogge noted that the quadrant specific annual plans developed by the Annual Plan Subcommittees will be considered for approval by each of the Executive Committees the week of October 17th and forwarded to the NAESB Board of Directors for its consideration and finalization during the December 8, 2021 meeting.
