Corrections identified below, as more fully reflected in the attached proposed recommendation form, which were discovered in during the editorial publication review for Version 2.0:

8. NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 3.4.1 and 3.4.4 – add the abbreviation for the data element “Miscellaneous Notes”  (correction to what was adopted by the EC 8/19/10 and member ratified 9/27/10 for R09021/R09022 )
9. The above identified corrections were discovered during the editorial review for the publication of Version 2.0.  The only one that is not clear on its face is the one identified in #5 above.  The new NEASB WGQ Standard No. 5.3.72 states:

For the creation of the Offer, Bid, and Withdrawal Download, pursuant to NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 5.4.24, 5.4.25, and 5.4.27, respectively, a Transportation Service Provider, should provide error message(s), as appropriate.  Such error message(s) should include the name of the relevant data element, if appropriate, along with the corresponding message.

The standard concerns error messages.  The Withdrawal Download (NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.3.27) does not have any error messages.  Therefore, the inclusion of the reference to the Withdrawal Download in this new standard is obviously an error.
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
