	Modify the 4th Paragraph as follows:

Contract begin date and contract end date, when provided, pertain to the dates on which the service requester contract is effective.  The contract end date indicator is not required to be provided if the service requester contract has a stated end date.  In this situation, the Ccontract end date is provided if all other conditions are met.  If the service requester contract does not have a stated end date, the contract end date indicator should be provided with a value of ‘No’ and then the contract end date is not provided.  The contract end date is reportedprovided without respect to rollover or evergreen provisions, which are contained in the Index of Customers should they exist.  Contract entitlement begin date and contract entitlement begin time refer to the date and time when service can first be provided under a service requester contract.  The default for contract entitlement begin date is the contract begin date.  The default for contract entitlement begin time is the beginning of the gas day on the contract entitlement begin date.  Contract entitlement end date and contract entitlement end time refer to the date and time when service can last be provided under a service requester contract without respect to rollover or evergreen provision(s).  The default for contract entitlement end date is the contract end date.  The default for contract entitlement end time is the end of the gas day on the contract entitlement end date.
