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TECHNICAL IMPLEMENTATION OF BUSINESS PROCESS
(redlined)
Natural gas is allocated among producers, operators, transportation service providers, service requesters and others after gas flows, using various methodologies to allocate actual quantities.  The Allocation identifies the distribution of quantities of gas at a specific location (allocation quantity).  The preparer name indicates the party that provides the Allocation is provided to the party(ies) that submitted the Pre-determined Allocation (PDA), if any, and any other appropriate party(ies) (statement recipient name).

The statement basis for the Allocation indicates whether the information being reported is actual, estimate or revision.  The statement date/time will indicate the date and time at which the statement was produced.  The contact person (name) and contact person (phone) includes information regarding the person who is responsible for responding to inquiries about the measurement information being provided.  The statement recipient ID is an industry common code indicating the party who is to receive the Allocation being provided.  The preparer ID is an industry common code indicating the party who prepared the Allocation.  Parties should mutually agree to use the Transportation Service Provider’s proprietary entity code when the D-U-N-S® Number is not available.
The report will include the beginning flow date, beginning flow time, ending flow date and ending flow time.  The accounting period represents the month and year the information was recorded.
The allocation transaction type code is a mandatory data element that identifies the type of allocation transaction.  It is used to identify the set of data elements (template) needed to communicate the results of the allocation process.  The preparer of the Allocation determines the allocation transaction type code that is appropriate, given the role of the party receiving the allocation information.  Reference the Allocation Transaction Type Matrix for essential implementation information.

Since allocations are performed at a location and it is possible for a location to have both receipt and delivery transactions, certain information is provided depending on the direction of flow.  If the gas is being received into the allocating Transportation Service Provider’s system it is considered a direction of flow of “receipt” and conversely, if the gas is being delivered out of the allocating Transportation Service Provider’s system it is considered a direction of flow of “delivery”.  The usage of the upstream and downstream identification information is dependent upon the allocation transaction type code.  It may be appropriate to communicate the upstream identifier code and the upstream contract identifier for receipt transactions at a location.  It may be appropriate to communicate the downstream identifier code and the downstream contract identifier for delivery transactions at a location. 

Additional information providing details for the specific allocation data being reported includes, but is not limited to, scheduled quantity Parties should mutually agree to use the Transportation Service Provider’s proprietary entity code when the D-U-N-S® Number is not available.
